Grade 12 academic graduation with a 65% G.P.A. in English 12 and either Principles of 
Math 11 or 12 or Applications of Math 12 and one Language or Social Science or Fine 
Arts course at the grade 12 level plus one additional grade 12  academic level course  
 

or   21 years of age or older 
 

English 090 with grade of B or higher or acceptable scores on the Language Proficiency 
Index test [LPI]; and 
 

Successful completion of Math 050 or Math 042.

• All applicants must meet the University of Regina’s admission requirements 
to qualify for entrance into YNTEP.

3. A letter from a First Nation educator or official supporting your aspirations to teach in a cross-
cultural First Nations’ setting.  This letter may be mailed by the First Nation educator or official 
directly to the Admissions office at the address given above.   

 
4. A current resume highlighting your employment, community service & volunteer work, noting 

experience working with children and Youth where appropriate. 
 

5. Two copies of your transcripts from your high school and all post-secondary educational 
institutions you attended are required.  You must arrange with the principal and/or registrar of 
the institution to mail two sets of transcripts directly to: The Registrar of Yukon College, at the 
address given above. There may be a fee attached to this service, which you will be responsible for.  
Note: we required two sets of transcripts so that once you have been accepted by Yukon College , 
this second set will be  sent by the Registrar of Yukon College to the University of Regina for 
their final approval.  

 

6. Consent for Disclosure of Criminal Record Information –Process for this information:
